<City Report>    
Genesee @ Richland/163:  Orchid trees were pruned; two planters were built up using soil to help with the pooling of water that occurs at this location; and bigger plants were used.
SDG&E work @ Linda Vista Road and

Fiberoptics project @ Fulton/Genesee:  Curt will be in contact with those responsible for debris removal at these locations.
Morley Strip:  The large trees were pruned by Atlas Tree Service.  There was damage to the turf from the big trucks during this project and repairs were done.  The smaller trees, Sycamores, will be pruned by our landscape contractor.

Glidden/Northrim:   Koelreuteria/Chinese flame trees in the Linda Vista ROW adjacent to the Villa Vista Apartments were skirted (pruning of low branches) will be trimmed by Goldkamp Landscape.  Pruning of trees will be done by Atlas Environmental Services, Inc.
FY07 budget:  We will vote on the budget in January.  We will receive a copy in December.

Tait/Kramer:  The city’s Eucalyptus trees were discussed.  Curt will ask the city to re-evaluate the condition of the trees and their possible removal.

Comstock @ Morley Street:  pooling of water at this location.  Curt said Rick, the landscape contractor, has shut down some systems completely.  Curt will have Rick plug the sprinklers at this corner.

Tree root is uplifting sidewalks.  Morley Strip: it is a safety hazard, and there is a barricade there now.  About 400 South of Tait  Street @ westside of median there is another area that has been raised up.

Birdfeeding issue:  picking up birdfeed is considered liter removal in our maintenance contract.  Brian, from Knott’s Pest Control gave us a bid of $1600 to treat birdfeed with Avitrol.  Kurt stated he was not comfortable putting this product on private property.  The product would affect any animal that should ingest it.  We will go with posting signs in the LVCMAD for now.  We were shown a couple of different pictures of signs and will go with the Fish and Game ordinance sign.  A motion was made to approach the CPC to start the process to get and ordinance with the city regarding feeding birds and animals. (Motion made: JoAnn, 2nd Kathleen, carried unanimously)

<Lyons Home Presentation>:  Spoke on the SDG&E Power line Park and Mark Twain  16 acre joint use pocket park in lue of  the $280,000 park fee and the changes proposed for Linda Vista Road.  They will be widening the street four feet and adding a 14 foot wide raised median.  LVCMAD will have some say to the types of plants that will be used in the median since we will be responsible for the upkeep in 2009.  Since there is a longer period before the city takes over a site we may not be responsible for this median until the early part of 2110.  There will be a need to increase the MAD fees for the new residents of the new condominium community.  There would be a single vote ballot to allow for this increase and Lyons will pay for this.  The condominiums will be visible from Linda Vista Road.  There will be hardscape at the entrance to the property and softscape on either side of the entrance.   The light to the old school site will be removed and the USD light will remain.  The entrance to the Lyons property will share the USD light.
