Genesee @ 163-   The low point in the planters were built up to help with the water pooling in them. 

Trimmed the trees and Bird of Paradise, broken trees were removed.  After the recent short rainstorm there wasn’t any water pooling in the planters.

LVR @ Genesee-  N/E bus stop – there isn’t any irrigation behind this bus stop. Bird of Paradise and Oleanders, which are used at the other bus stops in the are, will be planted here .  Larger plants are going to be used due to the foot traffic.

Genesee @ Whitney- E corner will plant Holy Oaks

                                    S corner Photina pruned but will be removed – not looking healthy.

Pruning request was made with City Streets to prune the city trees in the MAD.

Do not feed the birds signs.  A 12x18 sign would cost $140 if a special order ($100 for the sign and $40 for the pole and anchor).  <Jo Ann> asked if there were any existing poles to use to put the sign on.  <Curt> there was none near the problem area.

The trolley station by Petco Park has a sign there that says: Do not liter and this includes feeding the birds.

Morley St. @ Comstock pooling of water continues to be a problem.  Curt will have the landscape maintenance co. check into it.

White wall – LVR – postponed until Nov.

Lyons landscape discussion – postponed until Nov.

Street Banners – will go to CPC to have them removed.  It is Civic Assoc. responsibility to maintain them.  CBEG money covers the poles and hardware but does not cover taking down or putting them up.  <Wayne>questioned if it would be expensive to have them removed within the MAD area. 

Military graffiti removal – Jo Ann spoke to the person in charge of the maintenance here and it appears the new policy is to paint over the graffiti not wire brush it off.  Urban corps uses a waterblaster and does have problem with dark paint.

Joe Henderson said he checked to see if there was any money to reimburse us for the removal of the Eucalyptus tree and there wasn’t any at this time.
