All members present except for Ed Farley, Ron Tomcek, and Esther McNultz.

<City Report>

Planter Bed Pruning at Morley, along fence near 66 gas station.  To increase visibility in this area, Fortnite Lilies and Orleanders were cut, pruned, and thinned.  No plants were removed.
ROW planting at N/E corner of LVR and Acala Dr.  The removal of plants occurred near the Bah’i while testing was done by the Waste Water District at the CP test station.

Guidelines for maintenance of street trees by Urban Forestry/Street Division was given to members of the LVCMAD.  Urban forestry is responsible for maintaining ROW, and emergency hazards only.  They probably will not be able to prune trees for aesthetics at this time, but Curt will continue to put in requests for areas that they are really responsible for.  We will probably have to contact Atlas Tree Service for pruning of the trees in the LVCMAD that really are The City’s responsibility.  We will make a priority list for items that need immediate service.  
Chesterton Navy Housing Maintenance/graffiti new contact: Lincoln Military Housing:  Michelle Whitlatch 858.565.0625.  Comment was made that if it could be possible to remove the graffiti rather than painting over it.

Oldest Eucalyptas trees in the LVCMAD.  Appears to be the ones located at Morley Strip and Tait/Kramer.  The Ukes at Morley are pruned yearly by the LVCMAD.  A request will be made to Street Trees to prune the Ukes located at Tait St.  We will have to have continued monitoring of the stability of these trees.
<New Business>

Dig Alert Graffiti – Written procedure was requested on how street graffiti is removed after construction is over and who is responsible for this removal.  The exact verbiage in the city contracts was requested by the LVCMAD regarding this.

Living wage increase by Landscape company.  The landscaper has not approached The City in this regard. There was no further discussion on this matter.

Code for pruning height for Street Trees – Curt will have a copy for next month.
Pruning of trees in LVCMAD – the committee requested that when trees are pruned that both sides of the street per block be pruned together to give a neater, finished appearance.  
Motion to approve September minutes with changes was made and passed unanimously. (JoAnn/Marguarita)

Richland St. broken tree will be replaced after the planter is built up to help with the pooling of water in this area.
Genesee Ave.  bus stop garlic will be planted.  Curt will check on having a shade tree here as well.
Backflow valves painted blue – done.

Utility Boxes and graffiti problem – to report call 619.525.8522
Vehicular Drive throughs 2 in the Genesee Ave area – no responsible parties were found.

Potato Vine Bush Tree – a second tree will be planted this fall at the LV Fire Station site.  
Morlely Strip  - legally made into a park.  The LVPC sent a formal letter to The City and this matter will go through the LVPC.

Signs made to discourage the feeding of pigeons. Curt will check if there is a standard sign for this, if not, will check into the cost of making simple signs.

Pooling of water at Morley and Comstock – changed out nozzle, cut usage by half.  With turf it requires more water and the problem corner is the lowest in the area.  Will mention to managers at the apartments and Bayside to check on their water usage and cut back if possible.

Whitney Street  - use of Holly Oaks to replace 3 trees in that area.  Continued till next month.

Morning Glories removed – were cut back in September

Irrigation replacement grant  -  probably no longer available and the main purpose was for major renovations, minimum of $2500 in materials, and would not include any labor costs.
