Morley Strip:  9 poles near the bus stop will be replaced or rough tops will be trimmed.

Wayne commented that the tree trimming was done at a perfect time.  The strong winds didn’t cause any limbs to fall. The signs at this location were graffitied but have been cleaned quickly.  There is dumping of food continuing at Morley.  There also seems to be more dead birds found in the area.

Linda Vista Rd/Glidden St., near Super Bronco, the pink oleander will be fed and mulched.

Landscaper will continue work along Linda Vista Rd.
