The pigeon problem seems to be moving out of Morley Strip and into other areas of the community, ie in front of the post office at Comstock Street.  JoAnn spoke to the manager and he stated that he cannot do anything since it is federal land.  This appears to be true, that it is federal land up to the curb at the post office location.  Margarita will contact Sue Davis office to try to get her help and possibly approval for sign to go in front of the post office.

Environmental Services will enforce the no littering regulation.

One of the possible locations that feeding material is being given out is at the breadline at Holy Family Church.  Ron and Kathleen will go to Holy Family and inform them of this problem and to get their assistance in this issue.

Morning Glories are growing on the hedge again.  Curt will have these removed.

Kramer St. westside --- Ron has concern about the tall Eucalptas. trees.  Curt states will continue to watch these trees.  
Morley Strip water pooling issue continues to be a problem.  It was suggested that the street be raised at this location since it may have settled in this area.  In the past this has not been a problem.   Street division will be contacted.   MAD will request this at the July LVPC meeting. 

Oleanders at Super Bronco appear to be doing better.  No mulch was placed here at this time.
