ROW planting

Linda Vista Rd. @ Whitney:  3-24” Orchid trees were planted to replace trees that the MAD has had problems growing here.  Using the larger trees and planting them higher should help alleviate this as a problem area in the MAD.  

Median east of Linda Vista Rd:  2-24” Orchid trees
Genesee@Linda Vista Rd. @ bus stop:  15- 5 gallon Oleanders planted.  Lampranthus will be planted.
At present the landscaper is concentrating on Genesee and the MultiCultural Fair parade route along Linda Vista Rd.

Aeration and fertilization of the turf at Morley Strip Park were done.  

<Ron> Questioned how do we handle damage that could be done to Morley Strip during the MultiCultural Fair.  Curt requires a right of entry permit making the MCF committee responsible for any damage incurred.  Curt reminded the committee that no damage occurred during the fair last year.
<JoAnn> Asked Curt to check for gophers at the Tait/Linda Vista Rd. since there are mounds of fresh dirt at this location.

The telephone pole wall located next to the bus stop at Morley Strip Park will be checked to see if any poles need to be replaced now before the MultiCultural Fair.

Although the vacant corner of Ulric Street and Morley Street is a location where birds are being fed, the LVCMAD cannot put a ‘Do Not Feed the Birds’ sign there because it is outside the LVCMAD zones.

6A of the 3/20/07 agenda, “the placement of the west entry Linda Vista Community sign” was dropped.  This issue will not be on any further LVCMAD agendas.
