Linda Vista Rd  Christ Liquor -- 5 flats of yellow/orange Lampranthus were planted.

Fulton near Linda Vista Rd. NE corner – Lampranthus were planted.

Morley Strip – 9 poles were replaced.  A roofing compound was placed on the portion placed in the ground to help better preserve them. 

Multicultural Fair – signage was left up.  The special events permit includes signage and that signs put up for an event needs to be taken down after the event or the city will remove them.

There are permit numbers on approved signs.  All signs not permitted and placed in the MAD will be removed by the MAD.

Linda Vista Rd./ at the ATM in front of the shopping center --- box with a mural on it, it’s possibly the lights utility box, is uplifted and has not been repaired.
Wall along Tait/Kramer – JoAnn suggested placing draping plants along the wall such as Lantana to give it a softer look and the need to have it painted frequently would be decreased.

Curt will investigate any maintenance or other issues that might prevent the MAD doing this.

Wayne spoke on the pigeon problem getting worse.  This is a health and safety issue that needs to be handled.

The section of sidewalk at Morley Strip being pushed up by tree roots will be readdressed.
